o Develop a classroom culture that is inclusive, safe, joyful, and fosters a sense of belong for students of
all identities and backgrounds.

o Work collaboratively with a team of faculty, colleagues, administrators and parents.

e Maintain accurate student records such as grades and comments and communicate such data in
accordance with the Academic Calendar and School expectations.

o Perform all duties associated with advising including participation in the first-year advisor orientation
program and serving as an advisor in subsequent years.

Requirements

e Teaching experience required.

e Bachelor's degree required, Master’s degree preferred.

e Experience writing and designing curriculum preferred.

e Ability to demonstrate growth mindset, optimism, and a belief that all students can learn.

o Self-starter with the ability to innovate and think creatively about education.

o Ability to inspire students and encourage creative thinking.
